Building Trader Profiles**
Throughout the course, attendees will be undergoing practical trading sessions during which they will be assessed. In addition, traders will take a series of psychological evaluations and assessments that help to determine personality type, intellectual quotient (IQ), pattern recognition skills, risk profile and short-term and long-term memory capacities. The results of these tests give the assessors a basis upon which to build a more in depth evaluation of the trader which assists in being able to select the most appropriate metrics to use. The results shape each trainee’s individual development program as they progress through the training.

As a basis for our psychological testing we use the guidelines for creating, administering and using psychological tests laid down by the British Psychological Society. The Society publishes guidelines for test creation and use, which enabled us to understand how to follow industry best practices in administering them to our trainee traders.
